But all these factors did not faze Revamp who just 
ploughed through the sets and had everyone dancing and singing along. The consensus by all on the night was that 
Revamp made the evening and were excellent. In fact a senior Warners executive made the comment, ‘If Revamp played 
original music we would sign them immediately’. 
 
I believe I’m qualified to say that Revamp is the absolute best cover band in Sydney without doubt. 
 
I also congratulate you Mr Carlini because if this is the standard of Act you represent and professionalism that you install 
in your acts, you must be running a very successful operation. 
 
I have no hesitation recommending Revamp to any future clients and I say to them ‘do yourself a favour check out
